Welcome and Call to Order- Kevin Seymour

Attendees: Kevin Seymour, Chair, Greg Wright, Vice-Chair, Laura Busse, Alan Boone, Julie Hampton, Jim Storie, Steve Bright,

Ethics Awareness Statement was read by Ms. Busse. Mr. Bright reported that one of the apprentices to be approved was an employee of his, and Laura reported that one of her employees was also on the list to be licensed.

Introduction of New Members: Mr. Seymour asked Mr. Storie to introduce himself.  Mr. Bright also was welcomed by the Board. Mr. Seymour also introduced Mr. Reid Skinner, current president of NCLA, and also Mr. Thomas Jefferies. Mr. Seymour spoke about the board and meeting agenda. Mr. Bright joined the Ethics COmmittee and Mr. Storie joined Standards.

Approval of Minutes: Mr. Seymour presented both the July 15, 2009 and the August 10, 2009 meeting minutes for review and approval. Mr. Wright motioned to approve the minutes from July 15, 2009, Mr. Seymour seconded and the minutes were approved. Mr. Seymour described the statutory required meeting requiring the August and January meetings. Ms. Busse motioned that the minutes from that meeting be approved and Mr. Wright seconded, and the minutes were approved.

Treasurer’s Report: Mrs. Hampton reviewed the recent financial state from August 31, 2009. Ms. Busse explained the function of directors and officers insurance to the board and the guests. Mr. Bright motioned to accept the Treasurer’s report and Mr. Wright seconded and it was approved.

Documentation Report: The Board members reviewed the draft newsletter. The following suggestions were made: 1) Add Executive Director’s contact information, 2) Change Mr. Storie’s area to Banner Elk, 3) Change Ms. Busse’s area to Durham, 4) Recognize Board members’ involvement to SB 1073, 5) Ms. Busse will add content regarding scammers, 6) Also post the newsletter on the website.

Public Relations: Ms. Busse reported that the news surrounding the locksmith scammers has slowed. Mr. Seymour reported some amendments to the website. Mr. Bright suggested that the pamplets explaining the locksmith law be included in the newsletter, in addition the newsletter would explain how to obtain more pamplets.

Exam Committee: Mr. Bright reported that he and Mr. Boone were still working on the study guide for the exam. Mr. Boone continued to explain the OCR scan of the study guide. Mr. Bright said it would our hope to divide the test and study guide into parts that would be more in line with ALOA’s testing. Mr. Boone asked that Mr. Bright and Mr. Storie take a look at the study guide and make their own suggestions for updating the exam.

Mr. Bright also spoke about randomization of questions, of which there are four randomization methods.  

Rules Committee: Mrs. Hampton presented that there had been little motion on amending the rules. She has been in contact with Bly Hall regarding meeting on the subject, and they would continue to work on this.

Continuing Education Committee: Mr. Wright presented a training approval from Forsyth Community College to sponsor CEU courses. Mr. Wright made the motion for acceptance, and Mr. Bright seconded and the Forsyth Community College was approved as a sponsor.

Miscellaneous: Barden presented the number of cases that the investigator had opened 18 cases, 12 cases that have closed.

New Business: Reid Skinner presented that the DVD’s of the news stories were available on the NCLA’s website. He would provide them to Ms. Busse at the next meeting or available to the board.

Ethics Committee: None to report

Standards Committeee: Mr. Bright and Laura excused themselves from the meeting to approve the renewals and new licensees. Mr. Wright motioned to approve the new licensees (11), Mrs. Hampton seconded. He them motioned to approve new apprenctices (6). Mr. Seymour seconded. Finally he motioned to approve the renewals (25), Mrs. Hampton seconded. The full board voted to approve the licenses.
