21 NCAC 29 .0802             Requirements

The fiscal impact of the proposed Rule filing by the North Carolina Locksmith Licensing Board as authorized by Article 5C of Chapter 90 of the NC General Statutes is as follows:

The proposed Rule Amendment 21 NCAC 29 .0802 (Requirements) amends the current Rule establishing requirements for renewal of 3-year locksmith license. The new provisions allow for locksmiths who are 1) 62 years of age, 2) fifteen years of experience as a locksmith, 3) have been licensed for at least nine years, and 4) are not subject to investigation by the locksmith licensing board to be exempt from continuing education requirements for licensure. 
Continuing Education Credit is offered by the North Carolina Locksmith Association, the national Associated Locksmith of America, as well as private manufacturers and distributors of locksmith hardware.  Currently these courses cost the individual approximately $100 for 8 hours of credit. A total of 24 credit hours is required for renewal.

This amended Rule will save qualifying locksmiths approximately $300 over a 3 year license period.
